Maths As Mathematicians, the
7@ children will be concentrating on

place value using 2 and 3 digit
numbers. Children will be taught to write
numbers in words and numerals and order and
partition numbers up to 100 or 1000. Mental and
written methods for addition and subtraction will then
be a focus. The children will also be concentrating on
multiplication and division using the 3.4,6,7,8 and 9
times tables. Children will be solving multiplication
and division of two and three digit numbers using the
Formal written method.

En.gl.i.sh Children will read regularlg, and
need their book in school every day please.
A range of fiction and non-fiction texts
will be explored in class. Throughout the
year, children who are rmdg will move

onto KS2 books with Journal tasks.

I writing, the children will be concentrating on writing
sentences using a range oj: punctuation accu.ra.telg
Children will be encouraged to use correct grammatical
vocabulary and to recognise a. range of different
sentence types. They will also be taught how to identify
and use, nouns, verbs, a.d.J'ecti.ves and adverbs and use
them effectively in their writing. We have wonderful
texts ready to lead their sessions, many which link to
our thematic work this term. Children will have age
related spellings to learn on a weekly basis — please
continue to help them practise at home — these will be
tested each week in school.

PSHE will have a bLg Focus this term as we return to
school, exp[ormg our Jceelmgs and worries, our
Jriendships and promoting our well-being.

Science

As Scientists, the children will be lea.mmg
about magnets, their poles and which

materials are attracted to a magnet. Then
we will be moving on to find out about ‘Rocks
and Soils, anludmg comparing and grouping different
types of rock.

“Thematic Topic

In the Autumn Term, our first thematic topic is That's
All Folks” which is a unit based around the history and
development of animation and cartoons. We start by
Learni.n.g about the beg'm.ni.ngs of animation, [ooktng at
zoetropes and ﬂi.p books, before moving on to the dawn of
the Disney age. Then, the process of animation is explored
Jurther, with an opportunity to exchange design ideas and
create our own animated films.

We then move onto the topic of Rocky the Findosaur:
“Rocky the Findosaur” is a thematic unit based around
rocks and fossils, with a key focus on science. We will
learn about different types of rocks, with the heLp of
original animated dinosuar character, Rocky. This theme
also takes in solids, liquids and gases through focusing on
Mount Vesuvius, which is where Rocky spends his time
exploring

At the end of the term, our last topic will be The
Lindow Man” which will have a history focus, telling the
story of pmthtorLc Britain, from the Stone Age 1o the
Celts.

As Musicians, children will be taught musical terms such
as tempo, pulse and beat.
