Admissions Timeline 
❑ November 2023 - Online admissions applications go live and hard copies are available from the council on 

request.

• Parents are invited to name up to 5 preferred schools, ranked in order of preference. 

❑ 15th January 2024 23:59 - Application deadline 

❑ 16th April 2024 - Allocation Day 

• Parents who made applications online will be able to view their school allocation via the online admissions 
facility.  Admissions will write to every applicant resident in Wolverhampton with notification of their 
allocated place.  

• Parents will be required to respond to Wolverhampton City Council to any offers made within 10 working 
days.
